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Leader’s Note: As Moses speaks the Ten Commandments again there is a strong appeal for the story and the commandments to move from “theirs” to “ours.”  There is also a strong emphasis on remembering where we come from.  Look for ways to remind your group of their story from bondage to grace.  Regardless of where that story started or what it looks like, all of God’s people have that story in common.
Story telling Question

· How many would say that you grew up in families that had a strong faith?

· (If you did) At what point do you feel like your parents faith started to become your own?

·  (If you didn’t) When did you begin to see yourself as being a part of God’s story?

Read Deuteronomy 5:1-3

· Look at Deuteronomy 4:31
· What happened to all of those who were alive at Sinai? 
· Why do you think Moses said this?
· This reminds us how important it is that God’s people see themselves (not just their parents or forefathers) as a part of God’s story?
· What are some of the ways that we should see ourselves as a part of God’s story?
The Ten Commandments (Ten Words) Part II
· Look at Exodus 20 and Deuteronomy 5

· Why repeat the Ten Commandments?
· Do you notice any differences between these two versions? 
· Any significance in the differences?
· Read Deuteronomy 5:12-15

· Read Deuteronomy 5:6
· How is this verse connected to the Ten Commandments?
· What are some of the things in the Ten Commandments that are significant for us today?
· Notice the timing of the commandments
· God didn’t give his people the commands and then save them (if they followed all of them).  God saved his people from Egypt then gave them the law.
· Is the timing significant for our own understanding about God?
· Does it offer any corrections to the way we often think about the Old Testament?
· Notice the nature of the commandments
· What is the relationship between life in Egypt (under Pharaoh) and the commandments?
· What do the commandments reveal about God?
· Read Deuteronomy 6:10-12
· What is God’s fear?
· Is that a legitimate fear for us today?
· Remember who you were and where you came from (Deut. 5:15)
· What happens when God’s people forget that they were once the slaves and foreigners?
· What will happen to us if we forget that we were once slaves to sin, enemies to God?
Summary and prayer
That God would remind us that he is our God, the only one who brought us out of bondage.
